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Artikel 1. 

Hans Majestæt Kongen af Danmark« for- 
pligter Sig ved denne Convention til umiddelbart 
efter Udvexlingen af Natificatiotierne at afstaae 
til de Forenede Stater af Amerika Øerne St.

Hans Majestcet Kongen af Danmark vil

Artikel 2. 

Den i forrige Artikel omhandlede Afstaaelse 
af Landet og Hoihedsretten indbefatter den danske 
Krones Eiendomsret til alle offentlige Grund- 
stykker og Pladsen ubenyttede Grunde, offentlige 
Bygninger, Fcestningsvcerkey Kaserner og andre 
Bygninger, som ikke ere privat Eiendom. 

Dog skulle- de lutherske Menigheder blive i 

Besiddelse af de Kirker, som de nu benytte 
Ligeledes ere Summer, der skyldes den danske 
Statskasse af Private, undtagne fra og ikke ind- 

befattede under denne Afstaaelse. 
Regjerings-Arkiver, Papirer og Dokumenter, 

som vedkomme det ovenncevnte Land og Hoiheds- 

retten over samme, og som nu findes der, over- 
gives til den Agent, som de Forenede Stater i 

Overeensstemmelse med Artikel 4 udncevne, men 
en bekræftet Cnjenpart af saadanne Dokumenter, 
som maatte onskes meddeelte, vil til enhver Tid 
blive given af de Forenede Stater til den danske

Artikel 3.

His Majesty the King of Denmark agrees 

to cede to the United States by this Conven- 
tion immediately upon the exchange of the 
rati홢cations thereof the islands of Saint 
Thomas and Saint John in the West Indies 

with the adjacent islands and rocks, situated 
north of the 18th degree of north latitude. 

His Majesty the King of Denmark will 

however not exercise any constraint over the 
people and will therefore, as soon as practi- 
cable, give them an opportunity of freely ex- 
pressing their whishes in regard to this cession. 

Ar t i c l e  II. 

In the cession of territory and dominion 
made by the preceding article are included 
the rigth of property of the crown of Den- 
mark in all public lots and squares, vacant 
lands and all public buildings, fortifications, 
baracks and other edifices which are not 
private individual property. It is however 
understood that the Lutheran Congregations 
shall remain in possession of the churches 
which are now used by them, and that sums 
due the Danish treasury by individuals are 

reserved and do not pass by this cession. 
Any Government archives, papers and 

documents relative to the territory and do- 
minion aforesaid which may be now existing 

there shall be left in the possession of the 
agent of the United States appointed in 

accordance with article IV, but an authenti- 
cated copy of such of them as may be re- 
quired will be at all times given by the 
United States to t h e  Danish Government 
or to such Danish Officers or Subjects as 

may apply for them.

The inhabitants of the said islands shall 

be protected in their liberty, their religion,
