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“Artikel IV,

“1."Hver parts statsborgere - skal nyde
nationalbehandling med * heénsyn til an-
vendelsen inden for den anden parts om-

Artikel V.

1. Der skal tilstds hver parts statsbor
gere og selskaber national- og mestbegun-
stigelsesbehandling med hensyn til adgang

under alle former for retspleje ved sivel
forfolgelse af som forsvar for deres rettig-
heder. Der er enighed om, at hver parts
selskaber, som inden for den anden parts
omrider hverken driver forretningsvirk-
sombed eller virksomhed, af hvilken der ikke
péregnes udbytte, skal nyde adgang ftil
domstole, administrative retter og organer
uden noget krav om registrering eller til-
hersforhold.

1. Na,tlonals of either Pa.rty shall be ac-
corded national treatment in the apphcatmn
of laws and regulations within the territories
of the other Party that establish a ‘pecuniary
compensation on account of disease, injury
or desth arising ‘out of and in the course of
employment or due to the nature of employ-
ment.

2. In addition to the rights and privileges
provided in paragraph 1 of the present
Article, nationals of either Party shall, with-
in the territories of the other Party, be ac-
corded national treatment in the application
of laws and regulatlons estabhehmg a system
of compulsory insurance in the case.of the
United States of America and a system of
voluntary insurance in the case of the King-
dom of Denmark, under which benefits are
paid without an individual test of financial
need against loss of wages or earnings due
to unemployment. -

“Article V.

1. Nationals and companies  of either
Party shall be accorded national treatment
and most-favored-nation treatment with re-
spect to access to the courts of justice and
to administrative tribunals and. agencies
within the territories of the other Party, in
all degrees of jurisdiction, both in pursuit
and in defense of their rights. It is under-
stood that companies of either Party not
engaged in either business or nonprofit activ-
ities within the territories of the other Party
shall enjoy such access therein without any
requirement of registration or domestication. -

2. Contracts entered into between nation-

'als and companies of either Party and

nationals.and ‘companies of the other Party,
that provide for the settlement by arbitra-

‘tion of controversies; shail not be deemed

unenforceable within the territories of such
other Party merely on the grounds that the
place designated for the arbitration proceed-

‘ings is outside sich territories or that the

nationality of one or more of the arbitrators
is not that of such other Party. No award
