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Council in money or in kind and which have
signed the present Agreement subject to
ratification,  shall, pending the deposit of
their instruments of ratification, be fully
entitled to be represented on the Council
and take part in all its work.
2. Any European State which has not
taken part in the above- mentioned Con-
ference, which undertakes
1) to co- operate in the Work of the Council
on a. footing of the free reciprocal ex-
change of persons and scientific and
technical information of Members in
accordance with i‘tsr programme of work,
and ‘

2) to make an adequate contrlbutlon to
the Council in money or in kind,

_is eligible for membership of the Council.
Applications are subject to the approval of
the Council. States referred to in this section
must moreover becorrie parties to the present
Agreement.

3. The obligations of States to contribute
to the Council in money or in kind are set
out in the Annex to this Agreement.

4. Each Member may appoint not more
than two representatives to the Council. It
shall have one vote.

5. The Director-General of the United
Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization, or his representative, may
~ attend meetings of the Council and take
pa,rt in its’ d1scuss1ons without the right to
vote.

Article 111
Functions of the Council
