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be concluded between them and the Orga-
nisation for European Economic Co-ope-
ration. '

¢) The detailed application of this Ar-
ticle and of Article 7 above shall be the
subject of an arrangement between the
Conference and the Organisation for Euro-
pean Economic Co-operation.

ARTICLE 11.

Relations with International Organisations.
a) The Conference may establish relations
with any supranational inter-governmental
or non-governmental international organi-
sation concerned with European inland
transport.

b) Whenever particular technical ques-
stions under discussion in the Conference
may require the undertaking of special
studies, the Council or the Committee will
whenever possible and in whatever manner
seems most suitable, invite an appropriate
inter-governmental or non-governmental in-
ternational organisation concerned with
European inland transport to carry out the
studies required. The Committee shall, on
the basis of these studies, submit its con-
clusions to the Council for approval.

¢) (1) It is recognised that the Conference
has a major interest in consulting the
Organisation for European Kconomic
Co-operation on questions of Kuropean
inland transport of general economic
importance, and also in consulting the
other organisations referred to in para-
graph (a) above on problems of trans-
‘port in their respective fields. This con-
sultation shall, as far as possible, be on
a reciprocal basis.
(2) If the Organisation for European
Economic Co-operation considers that
a question studied by the Conference
is of general economic importance, it
. may unanimously request to be con-
- sulted, it being understood that the
Conference may equally request, under
the same conditions, to be consulted by
the Organisation for Huropean Hcono-
mic Co-operation on problems falling
within its own competence.

ARTIKEL 11.
