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the Contracting Governments agree
" that, where any compensation is paid to
the owner by the Contracting Govern-
ment first receiving the information,
such payment shall be without pre-
judice to any arrangements which may
‘be made between the two Governments
regarding the assumption as between
them of liability for compensation. The
Technical Property Committee establis-
~ hed under Article VI of this Agreement
will discuss and make recommendations
to the Governments concerning such

- arrangements. ‘
(b) When, for the purposes of defence,
"technical information is made available
by a national of one Contracting Govern-
ment to the other Government at the
latter’s request and use or disclosure
is subsequently made of that informa-
tion for any purpose whether or not for
defense, the recipient Government shall,
at the owner’s request, take such steps
as may be possible under its laws to
provide prompt, just, and effective
compensation for such use or disclosure
to the extent that the owner may be

entitled thereto under such laws.

Article V.

When one Contracting  Government, or
an entity or agency owned or controlled by
such Government, owns or has the right to
grant a licence to use an invention and that
invention is used by the other Government
for defence purposes, the using Government
shall be entitled to use the invention without
cost, except to the extent that there may be
liability to a private owner with established
interests in the invention. '

Article VL.

Bach Contracting Government shall de-
signate a representative to meet with the
representative of the other Contracting
Government to constitute a Technical Pro-
perty Committee. It shall be the function of
this Committee:

(a) To consider and make recommendations
