Japan, the Grand-Duchy of Luxemburg, the
Kingdom of the Netherlands, the Kingdom
of Norway, Peru, the Kingdom of Sweden,
the Republic of Turkey, the United King-

dom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland,

and the United States of America, which
are contracting parties to the General Agree-
ment (hereinafter referred to as “negotiating
contracting parties”), having carried out
tariff negotiations under these procedures,
and being desirous of so giving effect to the
results of these negotiations,

IT IS AGREED:

1. The schedule of each negotiating con-
tracting party annexed to this Protocol
shall upon its entry into force in accordance
with the provisions of paragraph 2 be
regarded as a schedule to the General
Agreement relating to that contracting

party.
