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General shall subject the statement to such -

audit and other examination as he deems
appropriate and shall furnish to the Govern-
ment of Iceland a report of the audit.

3. The Government of Iceland shall
furnish to the Secretary General such addi-
tional information relating to any estimates
of costs or statement of actual costs as the
Secretary General may require, as well as
any available information as to the extent
to which the Services are being used by
aircraft of any nationality.

4. The statement of actual costs for each
year, beginning with the statement for the
year 1957, shall be subject to approval by
the Council.

5. The statement of actual costs approved
by the Council pursuant to the provisions
of paragraph 4 of this Article shall be
_ circulated to the Contracting Governments.

ARTICLE IX.

1. The Government of Iceland shall be
reimbursed for ninety-five per cent of the
actual costs, as approved by the Council, of
providing, operating and maintaining the
Services.

2. Commencing with the year 1957, the
Council shall, after having satisfied itself
that the estimates submitted by the Govern-
ment of Iceland in accordance with para-
graph 1 of Article VIII have been drawn
up in accordance with Article III and with
Annexes IT and III to this Agreement,
authorize the Secretary General to make
payments to that Government in respect
of each quarter, not later than the first day
of the second month in that quarter. The
payments shall be based on the estimates
referred to and shall constitute advances,
subject to adjustment as provided under
paragraph 3 of this Article. The total
amount of such payments shall not exceed,
in respect of any one year, the limit deter-
mined pursuant to the provisions of Ar-
ticle V.

3. After the approval by the Council of
the statement of actual costs, beginning
with the statement for the year 1957, the
Secretary General shall make ad]ustments
in any subsequent quarterly payments to
the Government of Iceland to take account
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revision og anden efterprovelse, som han
métte finde formalstjenlig, og generalsekre-
teeren skal tilstille den 1slanske regermg en
beretning om revisionen.

3. Den islandske regermg skal tﬂstllle
generalsekreteeren sidanne yderligere op-
lysninger, som han métte kreeve vedrerende
alle udgiftsoverslag eller opgerelser over
faktiske udgifter samt alle foreliggende op-
lysninger om, i hvilket omfang tjenesterne
benyttes af luftfartojer af alle nationaliteter.

4. Fra og med opgerelsen for aret 1957
skal opgerelsen over hvert drs faktiske ud-
gifter forelegges radet til godkendelse.

5. Efter at opgerelsen over de faktiske
udgifter er godkendt af radet i henhold til
bestemmelserne i nwrverende artikels stk.
4, skal opgerelsen udsendes til de kontra-
herende regeringer.

ARTIKEL IX.

1. Den islandske regering skal have godt-
gjort 95 pet. af de af riddet godkendte,
faktiske udgifter ved tjenesternes tilveje-
bringelse, drift og vedligeholdelse.

2. Fra og med aret 1957 skal radet, efter
at have forvisset sig om, at de af den is-
landske regering i henhold til artikel VIIT,
stk. 1, fremsendte udgiftsoverslag er ud-
arbejdet 1 overensstemmelse med artikel TTT
og tilleg IT og III til neerveerende overens-
komst, bemyndige generalsekreteeren til
senest den 1. i den anden méaned af hvert
kvartal at foretage kvartalsvise betalinger
til denne regering. Betalingerne skal ske
pé grundlag af de neevnte udgiftsoverslag
og betragtes som forskud, der vil vere at:
regulere i henhold til nerveerende artikels
stk. 3. Det samlede betalingsbelob m4 ikke
i et enkelt &r overstige det i henhold til
bestemmelserne i artikel V fastsatte mak-
simumsbelgb.

3. Efter rddets godkendelse af opgorelsen
over de faktiske udgifter, begyndende med
opgerelsen for aret 1957, skal generalsekre-
teeren foretage reguleringer af efterfolgende
kvartalsvise ydelser til den islandske rege-
ring til udligning af eventuelle differencer
