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United States dollars for its extraordinary
expenses, make payments to the Govern-
ment of Iceland pursuant to the provi-
sions of Articles IX and XTI in the curren-
cies in which Contracting Governments have
made their payments to the Organization
and which remain available.

4. All payments made in United States
dollars or sterling pursuant to paragraphs
2 and 3 of this Article shall be effected at
the par value of exchange with Icelandic
Kronur accepted by the International Mone-
tary Fund and prevailing on the dates on
which such payments are respectively due;
provided that, if no such par value exits or
if there are legal exchange rates for the
currency of payment differing by more than
one per cent from the par value of exchange
the rate of exchange at which that currency
will be accepted for payments pursuant to
the provisions of Articles VII, IX and XII
shall be fixed by agreement between the
Government of Iceland and the Govern-
ment making the payment or the Organiza-
tion, as the case may be.

ARTICLE XITI.

1. The obligation of the Secretary Gene-
ral to make payments to the Glovernment
of Iceland under this Agreement shall be
limited to amounts actually received by
the Organization and available in accord-
ance with the terms of this Agreement.

2. The Secretary General may, never-
theless, pending receipt of payments from
Contracting CGovernments and in accord-
ance with the Financial Regulations of the
Organization, advance payments which are
due to the Government of Iceland in
cases where he considers such advances
essential for the inauguration or uninter-
rupted continuance of the Services.

3. No Contracting Government shall have
a claim against the Organization because of
failure of any other Contracting Govern-
ment to make any payment under this
Agreement.

ARTICLE XIII.

1. The Council may, subject to the pro-
visions of Article V and paragraph 2 of

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U.S.A. dollars, skal generalsekreteeren . er-
legge de i artikel IX og XII omhandlede
betalinger til den islandske regering i de til
radighed veerende valutaer, i hvilke de
kontraherende regeringer har erlagt deres
indbetalinger til organisationen.

4. Samtlige betalinger, der i henhold til
nervarende artikels stk. 2 og 3 erlegges i
U.S.A. dollars eller sterling, skal foretages
til den af Den internationale Valutafond
godkendte parikurs for islandske kroner,
der er gmldende pi de datoer, da de respek-
tive betalinger er forfaldne, dog saledes,
ab sifremt en sddan parikurs ikke eksisterer,
eller séfremt der for den valuta, i hvilken
betaling erlegges, findes lovlige vekselkur-
ser, der afviger mere end 1 pet. fra pari-
kursen, skal den kurs, til hvilken den pé-
geeldende valuta modtages som betaling i
medfor af artikel VII, IX og XII, fast-
swttes efter aftale mellem den islandske
regering og den indbetalende regering, re-
spektive organisationen.

ARTIKEL XII.-

1. Generalsekreteerens betalingsforpligtel-
ser over for den islandske regering i henhold
til neerveerende overenskomst skal ikke
overstige de af organisationen faktisk mod-
tagne belgb, som er til rddighed i henhold
til nerveerende overenskomsts bestemmel-
ser.

2. Generalsekreteeren kan dog, forinden
betalingerne fra de kontraherende regerin-
ger er indgdet, og i overensstemmelse med,
organisationens finansregulativ, forskudsvis
udrede betalinger, som tilkommer den is-
landske regering, safremt han skenner, at sé-
danne forskud er af vaesentlig betydning for -
tjenesternes pabegyndelse eller uafbrudte
fortseettelse. .

3. Ingen kontraherende regering skal
have noget krav pa organisationen som
folge af, at en anden kontraherende regering
métte undlade at erlgge nogen ifelge ner-
varende overenskomst fastsat indbetaling.

ARTIKEL XIII.
