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CONVENTION NO. 106 CONCERNING
WEEKLY REST IN COMMERCE AND
OFFICES

The General Conference of the Interna-
tional Labour Organisation,

Having been convened at Geneva by the
Governing Body of the International Labour
Office, and having met  in its Fortieth
Session on 5 June 1957, and

Having decided upon the adoption of cer-
tain proposals with regard to weekly rest
in commerce and offices, which is the fifth
item on the agenda of the session, and

Having determined that these proposals
shall take the form of an international
Convention,

adopts this twenty-sixth day of June of the
year one thousand nine hundred and fifty-
seven the following Convention, which may
be cited as the Weekly Rest (Commerce and
Offices) Convention, 1957:

Article 1

The provisions of this Convention shall,
in so far as they are not otherwise made
effective by means of statutory wage fixing
machinery, collective agreements, arbitra-
tion awards or in such other manner con-
sistent with national practice as may be
appropriate under national conditions, be
given effect by national laws or regulations.

Article 2 :

This Convention applies to all persons,
including apprentices, employed in the
following establishments, mstitutions or
administrative services, whether public or
private:
