PART I — GENERAL

Article 1
Objectives -
The objectives of this Convention are:

(a) To assure supplies of wheat and wheat

flour to importing countries and markets
for wheat and wheat flour to exporting
countries at equitable and stable prices;
(b) To promote the expansion of the
interhational trade in wheat and wheat
flour and to secure the freest possible flow
of this trade in the interests of both export-
ing and importing countries, and thus
contribute to the development of countries,
the economies of which depend on commer-
cial sales of wheat; and ' ‘

problems, recognizing the relationship of
the trade in wheat to the economic stability
of markets for other agricultural products.

" Article 2
Definitions
(1). For the purposes of this Convention:

(a) “Balance of commitment” means the
amount of wheat which an exporting
country is obliged to make available at
not greater than the maximum price under
Article 5, that is, the amount by which
its datum quantity with respect to import-
ing countries exceeds the actual commercial
purchases from it by those countries in the
crop year at the relevant time;

(b) “Balance of entitlement” means the
amount of wheat which an importing
country is entitled to purchase at not
