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Article 16
Recording and reporting

(1) The Council shall keep separate records
for each crop year

(a) for the purposes of the operatlon of
this Convention and in particular of Articles
4 and B, of all commercial purchases by
member ‘countries from other member and
non-member countries and of all imports by
member countries from other member and
non-member countries on terms which render
them special transactions, and

(b) of all commercial sales by member
countries to non-member countries and of
all exports by member countries to non-
member countries on terms which render
them gpecial transactions.

(2) The records referred to in the pre-
ceding paragraph shall be kept so that

(a) records of special transactions arve
separate from records of commercial trans-
actions and

(b) at all times during a crop year a state-
ment of the balance of commitment of each
exporting country with respect to all im-
porting countries and of the balance of
entitlement of each importing country with
respect to all exporbmg countries and to
each such country is maintained. State-
thents of such balances shall, at intervals
prescribed by the Council, be circulated to
all exporting and importing countries.

(8) In order to facilitate the operation of

the Prices Review Committee under Article .

31 the Council shall keep records of inter-
national market prices for wheat and wheat
flour and of transportation costs. .

(4) In the case of any wheat which reaches
the country of final destination after re-sale
in, passage through, or transhipment from
the ports of, a country other than that in
which the wheat originated, member coun-
tries shall to the maximum extent possible
make available such information as will
enable the purchase or transaction to.be
entered in the records referred to in para-
graphs (1) and (2) of this Article as a pur-
chase or transaction between the country of
‘origin and the country of final destination.
In the case of a re-sale, the provision of this
paragraph shall only apply if the wheat

Bogforing og indberetning.

(1) Réadet skal fore saerskllt regnskab for
hvert hgstar

(a) med henblik pé gennemiorelsen af
denne konvention, herunder i seerdeleshed af
artikel 4 og b, over alle kommercielle kob af
medlemslande fra andre medlemslande og
ikke-medlemslande, og over al import af
medlemslande fra andre medlemslande og
ikke-medlemslande pa vilkar, som gor dem

til seerlige transaktioner, og

(b) over alle kommerc1elle salg fra med-
lemslande til ikke-medlemslande samt over
al eksport fra medlemslande til ikke-med-
lemslande pé vilkar, som gor dem til sserlige
transaktioner.

(2) De i foregdende stykke omhandlede
regnskaber skal fores saledes, at

(a) regnskaber over swrlige transaktioner
er adskilt fra regnskaberne over kommer-
cielle transaktioner, og

(b) der til enhver tid i lobet af et hostér
forefindes en opgerelse af hvert eksport-
lands forpligtende _saldomsengde over for
alle importlande, og en opgerelse af hvert
importlands berettigende saldomeengde over
for alle eksportlande og over for hvert
enkelt eksportland. Séddanne saldo-opgerel-
ser skal med mellemrum, som fastssettes af
ridet, udsendes til alle eksportlande og im-
portlande.

(3) For at lette virksomheden i komiteen
i henhold til artikel 31 skal ridet fore tabel-
ler over internationale markedspriser for
hvede og hvedemel samt for transport-
omkostninger.
