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made and without prejudice to the rights
enjoyed by any importing country, an ex-
porting country may consult with an im-
porting country rewardmg the extent to
which the rights of that importing country
under Articles 4 and 5 will be taken up in
any crop year:"

(2) Any exporting or 1mp0rt1ng country
experiencing difficulty in making sales or
purchases of wheat under Article 4 may refer
the matter to the Council. In such a case the
Council, with a view to the satisfactory
settlement of the matter, shall consult with
any exporting or 1mportmg country con-
cerned .and may make such recommenda-
tions as it considers appropriate.

(3) If an importing country should find
difficulty in obtaining its balance of entitle-
ment in a crop year at prices not greater
than the maximum price while a maximum
price declaration is in effect, it may refer the
matter to the Council. In such a case the
Council shall investigate the situation and
shall consult with exporting countries re-
garding the manner in which their obliga-
tions shall be carried out.

Article 19
Performance under Articles 4 and &

(1) The Council shall as soon as practicable
after the end of each crop year review the
performance of exporting and importing
countries in relation to their obligations
under Articles 4 and b during that crop year.

(2) For the purpose of this review each
member country may be permitted in the
fulfilment of its obligations a degree of
tolerance to be prescribed by the Council for
that country on the basis of the extent of
those obligations and other relevant factors.

(3) In considering the performance of any
importing country in relation to its obliga-
tions in the crop year:

(a) the Council shall disregard any ex-
ceptional importation of wheat from non-
member countries provided that it can be
shown to the satisfaction of the Council that
such wheat has been or will be used only as
feed and that such importation was not at
the expense of quantities normally pur-
chased by that importing country from
member countries;

som det matte anse for passende.

(3) Hvis et importland bar Vanskchgt ved
at skaffe sig sin berettigende saldomeengde 1
et hostér til priser, som ikke overstiger mak-
simumsprisen, sd leenge en maksimumspris-
deklaration er i kraft, kan det forelmgge
sagen for radet. I et saddant tilfelde skal
ridet undersege forholdene og skal radfere
sig med eksportlande vedrerende den méde,
hvorpéd derves forpligtelser skal opfyldes.

Artikel 19
Opfyldelse i henhold il artikel 4 og &

(1) Efter hvert hostars slutnmg skal radet
snarest muligh gennemgd eksportlandes -og
importlandes dispositioner til opfyldelse. af
deres forpligtelser i henhold til artikel 4 og 6
i det pageeldende hostér.

(2) Ved denne gennemgang kan der ind-
remmes hvert medlemsland en margen an-
giende opfyldelsen af dets forpligtelser fast-
sat af raddet for det pigwmldende land pa
grundlag af forpligtélsernes omfang og andre
relevante faktorer. -

(3) Ved vurdering af et 1mportla11ds dlsp0~
sitioner i forhold til dets forpligtelser i det
pégeldende hastar skal rddet:

‘(a) se bort fra enhver ekstraordineer im-
port af hvede fra ikke-medlemslande, for-
udsat at det pd tilfredsstillende made over
for radet kan godtgeres, at denne hvede er
blevet eller vil blive anvendt udelukkende
som foder, og at den pageldende import ikke
