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(d) all existing ships, twelve years after
the date on which the Convention
comes into force, exept that such

ships, apart from those mentioned in-

(b) and (c) of this paragraph, shall
retain their then existing tonnages
for the purpose of the application to
them of relevant requirements under
other existing International Con-
ventions.

(3) Existing ships to which the present Con-
vention has been applied in accordance
with sub-paragraph (2) (c) of this Article
shall not subsequently have their ton-
nages determined in accordance with the
requirements which the Administration
applied to ships on international voyages
prior to the coming into force of the pre-
sent Convention.

Article 4

Ezxceptions
(1) The present Convention shall not apply
- to: ‘ .
(a) ships of war; and :
(b) ships of less than 24 metres (79 feet)
in length.

(2) Nothing herein shall apﬁly to ships solely
navigating:

(a) the Great Lakes of North America

: and the River St. Lawrence as far
east as a thumb line drawn from Cap
des Rosiers to West Point, Anticosti
Island, and on the north side of

- Anticosti Island, the meridian of
longitude 63°W;

(b) the Caspian Sea; or :

(c) the Plate, Parana and Uruguay Riv-
ers as far east as a thumb line drawn
between Punta Rasa (Cabo San Anto-
nio), Argentina, and Punta del Hste,
Uruguay. :

Article 5.

Force Majeure A
(1) A ship which is not subject to the pro-
visions of the present Convention at the
time of its departure on any voyage shall
not become subject to such provisions on
