sumed by the branch located at The Hague.

In addition, the Administrative Council of -

the Buropean Patent Organisation may al-
locate further duties in the field of searching
to that branch.

(c) The above obligations shall also apply
“mutatts mutandis to the sub-office set up
under the Hague Agreement under the con-
ditions set out in the agreement between the
International Patent Institute and the
Government of the Contracting State
concerned. This Government hereby under-
takes to make a new agreement with the
European Patent Organisation in place of
the one already made with the International
Patent Institute to harmonise the clauses
concerning the organisation, operation and
financing of the sub-office with the provi-
sions of this Protocol.

(2) Subject to the provisions of Section
III, the States parties to the Convention
shall, on behalf of their central industrial
property offices, renounce in favour of the
European Patent Office any activities as
International Searching Authorities under
the Patent Cooperation Treaty as from the
date referred to in Article 162, paragraph 1,
of the Convention.

(3) (a) A sub-office of the European Pat-
ent Office for searching European patent
applications shall be set up in Berlin (West)

as from the date referred to in Article 162,.

paragraph 1, of the Convention. It shall
operate under the direction of the branch at
The Hague.

(b) The Administrative Council shall de-
termine the duties to be allocated to the
sub-office in Berlin in the light of general
considerations and of the requirements of
the European Patent Office with regard to
searching.

(c) At least at the beginning of the period
following the progressive expansion of the
field of activity of the Huropean Patent
Office, the amount of work assigned to that
