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3. Notwithstanding the provisions of arti-
cle 43, paragraphs 1 and 2, the conciliators
may, having decided unanimously that a par-
ty has brought a claim vexatiously or frivo-
lously, assess against that party any or all of
the costs of other parties to the proceedings.
Such decision shall be final and binding on
all the parties.

Article 44

1. Failure of a party to appear or to pres-
ent its case at any stage of the proceedings
shall not be deemed an admission of the oth-
er party’s assertions. In that event, the other
party may, at its choice, request the concilia-
tors to close the proceedings or to deal with
the questions presented to them and submit a
recommendation in accordance with the
provisions for making recommendations set
out in this Code.

2. Before closing the proceedings, the con-

“ciliators shall grant the party failing to ap-
'pear or to present its case a period of grace,
not exceeding 10 days, unless they are satis-
fied that the party does not intend to appear
or to present its case.

3. Failure to observe procedural time-
limits laid down in this Code or determined
by the conciliators, in particular time-limits
relating to the submission of statements or
information, shall be considered a failure to
appear in the proceedings.

4. Where the proceedings have been closed
owing to one party’s failure to appear or to
present its case, the conciliators shall draw
up a report noting that party’s failure.

Article 45

1. The conciliators shall follow the proce-
dures stipulated in this Code.

2. The rules of procedure annexed to the
present Convention shall be considered as
model rules for the guidance of conciliators.
The conciliators may, by mutual consent,
use, supplement or amend the rules con-
tained in the annex or formulate their own
rules of procedure to the extent that such

3. Uanset bestemmelserne i art. 43, stk. 1
og 2 kan forligsmaeglerne efter enstemmigt at
have afgjort, at en part har fremsat et krav
uden grund, palagge denne part at udrede
en del af eller alle omkostninger, som andre
af de i forligsmaglingen implicerede parter
har padraget sig. En sddan beslutning er en-
delig og bindende for alle parter.

Artikel 44

. 1. Hvis en part undlader at give mede el-
ler fremlegge sin sag pd noget trin af mag-
lingsforhandlingerne, skal dette ikke anses at
vere en indremmelse af modpartens pé-
stand. Modparten kan i si tilfelde efter eget
valg anmode forligsmeaeglerne om at afslutte
forhandlingerne eller om at behandle de fo-
religgende sporgsmil og fremkomme med en
anbefaling i overensstemmelse med narva-
rende kodeks bestemmelser herom.

2. Feor de afslutter forhandlingerne, skal
forligsmeeglerne give den part, der undlader
at give made eller fremlaegge sin sag en frist
pa hejst 10 dage, medmindre de finder det
godtgjort, at den pagaeldende part ikke har
til hensigt at give made eller fremlegge sin
sag. :

3. Hvis de i denne kodeks fastsatte eller af
forligsmeeglerne bestemte proceduremassige
tidsfrister, iser i forbindelse med indsendel-
sen af erkleringer eller oplysninger, ikke
overholdes, skal dette anses som manglende
fremmode ved forligsmeeglingen.

4. Nar forhandlingen er afsluttet pd grund
af, at en af parterne undlod at give mede
eller at fremlaegge sin sag, skal forligsmaeg-
lerne udferdige en rapport, hvori de gor op-
mearksom pa den pédgaldende parts undla-
delse.

Artikel 45

1. Forligsmaglerne skal overholde de pro-
cedureregler, som er fastsat i narverende
kodeks.

2. De procedureregler, som findes i tilleg-
get til nervarende konvention, skal betragtes
som vejledende for forligsmeglerne. Disse
kan efter falles overenskomst bruge, supple-
re eller ndre de i tillegget indeholdte regler
