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2. Each proposed amendment circulated in
accordance with article 51, paragraph 1 shall
be deemed to have been accepted if no Con-
tracting Party communicates an objection
thereto to the depositary within 12 months
following the date of its circulation by the
depositary. If a Contracting Party communi-
cates an objection to the proposed amend-
ment, such amendment shall not be consid-
ered as accepted and shall not be put into
effect. .

3. If no objection has been communicated,
the amendment shall enter into force for all
Contracting Parties six months after the expi-
ry date of the period of 12 months referred
to in article 51, paragraph 2.

Article 52
Review Conferences

1. A Review Conference shall be convened
by the depositary five years from the date on
which the present Convention comes into
force to review the working of the Conven-
tion, with particular reference to its imple-
mentation, and to consider and adopt appro-
priate amendments. .

2. The depositary shall, four years from
the date on which the present Convention
comes into force, seek the views of all States
entitled to attend the Review Conference and
shall, on the basis of the views received, pre-
pare and circulate a draft agenda as well as
amendments proposed for consideration by
the Conference.

3. Further review conferences shall be sim-
ilarly convened every five years, or at any
time after the first Review Conference, at the
request of one-third of the Contracting Par-
ties to the present Convention, unless the
first Review Conference decides otherwise.

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of arti-
cle 52, paragraph 1, if the present Conven-
tion has not entered into force five years
from the date of the adoption of the Final
Act of the United Nations Conference of
Plenipotentiaries on a Code of Conduct for
liner Conferences, a Review Conference
- shall, at the request of one-third of the States
entitled to become Contracting Parties to the
present Convention, be convened by the
Secretary-General of the United Nations,
subject to the approval of the General As-

Artikel 52
Revisionskonferencer

1. Depositaren- skal sammenkalde en revi-
sionskonference 5 ar efter den dato, hvorpa
konventionen trader i kraft, for at undersoge
hvordan konventionen fungerer, med serligt
henblik pid dens gennemforelse, og for at
overveje og vedtage fornedne andringer.
