the other parties to the proceedings shall
have a reasonable opportunity to comment
thereon. A

Rule 8

1. Whenever a period of days for the do-
ing of any act is provided for in the Code or
in these rules, the day from which the period
begins to run shall not be counted, and the
last day of the period shall be counted, ex-
cept where that last day is a Saturday, Sun-
day or a public holiday at the place of con-
ciliation, in which case the last day shall be
the next business day.

2. When the time provided for is less than
seven days, intermediate Saturdays, Sundays
and public holidays shall be excluded from
the computation.

Rule 9

" Subject to the provisions relating to proce-
dural time-limits in the Code, the conciliators
may, on a motion by one of the parties or
pursuant to agreement between them, exten
any such time-limit which has been fixed by
the conciliators.

Rule 10

. 1. The conciliators shall fix the order of
business and, unless otherwise agreed, the
date arid hour of each session.

2. Unless the parties otherwise agree, the
proceedings shall take place in private.

3. The conciliators shall specifically in-
quire of all the parties whether they have any
further evidence to submit before declaring
the proceedings closed, and a noting thereof
shall be recorded.

Rule 11

. Conciliators’ recommendations shall be in
writing and shall include:
(a) The precise designation and address of
_each party;
(b) A description of the method of ap-
pointing conciliators, including their names;

(c) The dates and place of the congciliation
-proceedings;
