Resolves that:

1. Nothing in that Convention shall be
construed so as to deny shippers an option
in the choice between conference shipping
lines and non-conference shipping lines sub-
ject to any loyalty arrangements where they
exist; a .

2. Non-conference shipping lines compet-
ing with a conference should adhere to the
principle of fair competition on a commer-
cial basis; :

3. In the interest of sound development of
liner shipping service, non-conference ship-
ping lines should not be prevented from op-
erating as long as they comply with the re-
quirements of paragraph 2 above.

3. Local conciliation

The United Nations Conference of Plenipo-
tentiaries on a Code of Conduct for Liner
Conferences, A

Bearing in mind the importance of the
consultation provisions and the dispute set-
tlement procedures provided in the Conven-
tion on a Code of Conduct for Liner Confer-
ences, ,

Noting that proposals were made to pro-
vide in the Code for submitting some dis-
putes to local conciliation,

1. Regquests the first Review Conference to
be convened in accordance with article 52 of
the Convention to give priority consideration
to the subject of local conciliation, taking
into account the views expressed by the Con-
tracting Parties to the Convention on wheth-
er or not the absence of local conciliation
has hampered the effective settlement of* dis-
putes and, if so, which subjects should be
considered appropriate for local conciliation
and what procedures should be applied for
resolving such disputes.

2. Agrees that in preparing for the Review
Conference the depositary shall seek the
views of all States entitled to attend the Re-
view Conference, which should be required
to take into account the views expressed by
appropriate authorities, liner conferences and
shippers’ organizations.
