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‘(a) Within one year after the entry into force
for the State concerned; and
(b) Thereafter at least every four years and

further whenever the Committee so re-.

quests.
2. Reports may indicate factors and diffi-
culties affecting the degree of fulfilment of
obligations under the present Convention.

Article 19

. The Committee shall adopt its own
rules of procedure:
2. The Committee shall elect its officers
for a term of two years..

Article 20

1. The Committee shall normally meet for
a period of not more than two weeks annual-
ly in order to consider the reports submitted
in accordance with artlcle 18 of the present
" Convention.

2. The meetings of the .Committee shall’

normally be held at United Nations Head-
quarters or at any other convenient place as
determined by the Committee.

Article 21

1. The Committee shall, through the Eco-
nomic and Social Council, report annually to
the General Assembly.of the United Nations
on its activities and may make suggestions
and general recommendations based on the
examination of reports and information re-
ceived from the States Parties. Such sugges-
tions and general recommendations shall be
included in the report of the Committee to-
gether with comments, if any, from States
Parties.

2. The Secretary-General shall transmlt
the reports on the Committee to the Com-
mission on the Status of Women for its in-
formation.

Article 22

The specialized agencies shall be entitled

to be represented at the consideration of the .
implementation of such provisions of the-

present Convention as fall within' the scope
of their activities. The Committee may invite
the specialized agencies to submit. reports .on

a) inden'et ar, efter at konventionen er tradt
i kraft for den pageeldende stat;

b) herefter mindst hvert fjerde 4r samt yder-
ligere, nar komiteen udbeder sig det.

2. I beretningerne kan angives forhold og
vanskeligheder, som har indflydelse pd, i
hvilken udstraeekning forpligtelserne i hen-
hold til denne konvention opfyldes.

2. Komiteen Vaalger sin formand m.v. for
en todrig periode.

Artikel 20

1. Komiteen afholder normalt arllge mo-
der af ikke over to ugers varighed med hen-
blik pd at behandle de beretninger, der er
afgivet i overensstemmelse med artikel 18 i
denne konvention.

2. Komiteens meder afholdes normalt i De
forenede Nationers hovedsede eller et andet
passende sted efter komiteens bestemmelse.

Artikel 21-

1. Komiteen aflegger gennem Det ekono-
miske og sociale Rad arlige beretninger til
generalforsamlingen om sin- virksomhed 'og
kan fremsztte forslag eller almindelige anbe-
falinger pa grundlag af den gennemgang,
den har foretaget af beretninger og oplysnin-
ger fra de deltagende stater. Sadanne forslag
og almindelige anbefalinger skal optages i
komiteens beretning tillige med eventuelle
kommentarer fra de deltagende stater.

2. Generalsekreteren fremsender komite-
ens beretninger til kvindekommissionen til
underretning.

Artikel 22

Sarorganisationerne er berettiget til at ve-
re reprasenteret under behandlingen af
spﬂrgsmalet oni gennemforelsen af bestem-
melser i denne konvention, som falder inden
for deres sagsomrade. Komiteen kan opfor-
