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the right and the duty to waive any immunity,
privilege or exemption in respect of any officer,
employee or expert of the Bank, other than the
President or a Vice-President, where, in his or
her opinion, the immunity, privilege or exemp-
tion would impede the course of justice and can
be waived without prejudice to the interests of
the Bank. In similar circumstances and under
the same conditions, the Board of Directors
shall have the right and the duty to waive any
immunity, privilege or exemption in respect of
the President and each Vice President.

Chapter IX

AMENDMENTS, INTERPRETATION,
ARBITRATION

Article 56

AMENDMENTS

1. Any proposal to amend this Agreement,
whether emanating from a member, a Gov-
ernor or the Board of Directors, shall be com-
municated to the Chairman of the Board of
Governors who shall bring the proposal before
that Board. If the proposed amendment is ap-
proved by the Board the Bank shall, by any
rapid means of communication, ask all mem-
bers whether they accept the proposed amend-
ment. When not less than three-fourths of the
members (including at least two countries from
Central and Eastern Europe listed in Annex A),
having not less than four-fifths of the total vot-
ing power of the members, have accepted the
proposed amendment, the Bank shall certify
that fact by formal communication addressed
to all members.
2. Notwithstanding paragraph 1 of this Ar-
ticle:
(i) acceptance by all members shall be re-
quired in the case of any amendment mod-
ifying: . .
(a) theright to withdraw from the Bank;
(b) the rights pertaining to purchase of
capital stock provided for in para-
graph 3 of Article 5 of this Agreement;

(c) the limitations on liability provided for
in paragraph 7 of Article 5 of this
Agreement; and

(d) the purpose and functions of the Bank
defined by Articles 1 and 2 of this
Agreement;

Kapitel IX

Artikel 56
Andringer

1. Ethvert forslag om at &ndre denne over-
enskomst, hvad enten det hidrerer fra et med-
lem, et repraesentantskabsmedlem eller besty-
relsen, tilstilles reprasentantskabets formand,
der forelegger forslaget for dette. Dersom &n-
dringsforslaget godkendes af reprasentantska-
bet, skal Banken si hurtigt som muligt fore-
sporge samtlige medlemmer, om de kan tiltra-
de den foresliede @ndring. Hvis mindst tre
fjerdedele af medlemmerne, (herunder mindst
to lande fra Central- og Qsteuropa, der er an-
forti bilag A), som rdder over mindst fire femte-
dele af medlemmernes samlede stemmetal har
tiltrddt den foresldede @ndring, skal Banken
bekrazfte det skete gennmem en formel medde-
lelse, stilet til samtlige medlemmer.

(i) kraves samtlige medlemmers godkendelse
til endringer vedrerende:

a) retten til at udtreede af Banken,
