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ual or in the context of specific investment
programmes;

(v) to stimulate and encourage the develop-
ment of capital markets;

(vi) to give support to sound and economi-
cally viable projects involving more than
one recipient member country;

(vii) to promote in the full range of its activities
environmentally sound and sustainable
development; and

(viii) to undertake such other activities and pro-
vide such other services as may further
these functions.

2. In carrying out the functions referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article, the Bank shall work
in close cooperation with all its members and,
in such manner as it may deem appropriate
within the terms of this Agreement, with the In-
ternational Monetary Fund, the International
Bank for Reconstruction and Development,
the International Finance Corporation, the
Multilateral Investment Guarantee Agency,
and the Organisation for Economic Cooper-
ation and Development, and shall cooperate
with the United Nations and its Specialised
Agencies and other related bodies, and any en-
tity, whether public or private, concerned with
the economic development of, and investment
in, Central and Eastern European countries.

Article 3
MEMBERSHIP .
1. Membership in the Bank shall be open :

(i) to (1) European countries and (2) non-
European countries which are members of
the International Monetary Fund : and

(ii) to the European Economic Community
and the European Investment Bank.

2. Countries eligible for membership under
paragraph 1 of this Article, which do not
become members in accordance with Article 61
of this Agreement, may be admitted, under
such terms and conditions as the Bank may
determine, to membership in the Bank upon
the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds
of the Governors, representing not less than
three-fourths of the total voting power of the
members.

Artikel 3

Medlemmer

1. Folgende kan optages som medlemmer af

Banken:

(i) 1) europ=iske lande og 2) ikke-europeiske
lande, der er medlemmer af Den Interna-
tionale Valutafond;(ii)Det Europaiske
Okonomiske Fallesskab og Den Europee-
iske Investeringsbank.

2. Lande, der kan blive medlemmer af Ban-
ken efter stk. 1, men som ikke bliver medlem-
mer efter artikel 61, kan optages som medlem-
mer pa sddanne vilkér og betingelser, som Ban-
ken matte fastsatte, nar mindst to tredjedele af
represntantskabsmedlemmerne, der mindst re-
prasenterer tre fjerdedele af medlemmernes
samlede stemmetal, treeffer beslutning herom.
