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ARTICLE V
Meetings of the Parties

1. There shall be periodic meetings of the
Parties to this Agreement. The Governement of
the United Kingdom shall call the first meeting
of the Parties to the Agreement not later than
three years after the date of entry into force of
the Agreement. The Parties to the Agreement
shall adopt rules of procedure for their meet-
ings and financial rules, including the provi-
sions on the budget and the scale of contribu-

tions for the next financial period. Such rules .

shall be:adopted by a two-thirds majority of the
Parties present and voting. Decisions taken
under the financial rules shall require a three-
quarters majority of the Parties present and
voting.

2. At their meetings the Parties may establish
such scientific and othel working groups as
they see fit.

3. Any Range States or Regional Economic
Integration Organisation not a Party to this
Agreement, the Secretariat of the Convention,
the Council of Europe in its capacity as the Sec-
retariat of the Convention on the Conservation
of European Wildlife and Natural Habitats and

similar intergovernmental organisation may be:

represented by observers at meetings of the
parties. Any agency or body technically quali-
fied in the conservation and management of

bats may be represented by observers at meet-
ings of the Parties unless at least one-third of .

the Parties present object. Only Parties may
vote at meetings of the Parties.

4. Except as provided for in paragraph 5
below, each Party to this Agreement shall have
one vote. .

5. Regional Economic Integration Organisa
tions which are Parties to this Agreement shall;
in matters within their competence, exercise
their right to vote with a number of votes equal
to the number of their Member States which are
Parties to the Agreement and present at the
time of the vote. A Regional Economic Integra
tion Organisation shall not exercise its rights to
vote if its member States exercise theirs, and
vice versa.

ARTIKEL V
Parternes moder

1. Der skal afholdes regelmessige m@der
mellem denne aftales parter.

Beslut-
ninger i henhold til de gkonomiske vedtegter
kreever tre-fjerdedeles flertal af de tilstedevze-
rende og stemmeafgivende parter.

med observaterer. Enhver styrelse eller organi-
sation, som er teknisk kvalificeret vedrorende
beskyttelse og forvaltning af flagermus, kan li-
geledes vare reprasenteret pa parternes moder
ved observatgrer, med mindre der protesteres .
herimod af mindst en-trediedel af de tilstede-.
vaerende parter. Kun parterne kan stemme pa

parternes meder.

4. Bortset fra hvad der fremgar af stykke 5 ne-
denfor, har hver part i denne aftale 1 stemme.

5. Regionale skonomiske samarbejdsorgani
sationer, som er parter i denne aftale, kan i sa
ger indenfor deres kompetenceomrade udave
deres stemmeret med det antal stemmer, som
svarer til antallet af deres medlemsstater, som
er parter i aftalen og tilstede under afstemnin
gen. En regional skonomisk samarbejdsorga
nisation kan ikke bruge sin stemmeret, hvis
dens medlemsstater udever deres stemmeret,
og vice versa.
