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CONVENTION ON CONCILIATION AND
ARBITRATION WITHIN THE CSCE

The States parties to this Convention, being
States participating in the Conference on Se-
curity and Co-operation in Europe,

Conscious of their obligation, as provided for
in Article 2, paragraph 3, and Article 33 of the
Charter of the United Nations, to settle their
disputes peacefully;

Emphasizing that they do not in any way in-
tend to impair other existing institutions or
mechanisms, including the International Court
of Justice, the European Court of Human
Rights, the Court of Justice of the European
Communities and the Permanent Court of Ar-
bitration;

Reaffirming their solemn commitment to
settle their disputes through peaceful means
and their decision to develop mechanisms to
settle disputes between participating States;

Recalling that full implementation of all
CSCE principles and commitments constitutes
in itself an essential element in preventing dis-
putes between the CSCE participating States;

Concerned to further and strengthen the
commitments stated, in particular, in the Re-
port of the Meeting of Experts on Peaceful
Settlement of Disputes adopted at Valletta and
endorsed by the CSCE Council of Ministers of
Foreign Affairs at its meeting in Berlin on 19
and 20 June 1991,

Have agreed as follows:

Chapter 1
General provisions

Article 1
Establishment of the Court

A Court of Conciliation and Arbitration
shall be established to settle, by means of con
iliation and, where appropriate, arbitration,
disputes which are submitted to it in accord
ance with the provisions of this Convention.

KONVENTION OM MAGLING OG VOLD-
GIFT INDEN FOR CSCE

De i denne konvention deltagende stater, der
samtidig deltager i Konferencen om Sikkerhed
og Samarbejde i Europa, og

som erkender deres forpligtelse ifelge art. 2,
stk. 3, og art. 33 i De Forenede Nationers pagt
til at bileegge deres tvister ved fredelige midler,

som betoner, at de ikke pa nogen méde har til
hensigt at sveekke andre eksisterende institutio-
ner eller mekanismer, herunder Den Interna-
tionale Domstol, Den Europziske Menneske-
rettighedsdomstol, De Europeiske Fellesska-
bers Domstol og Den Faste Voldgiftsret,

som pd ny bekreefter deres hgijtidelige tilsagn
om at bilegge deres tvister ved fredelige midler
og deres beslutning om at udvikle mekanismer
til bileggelse af tvister mellem deltagerstater,

som minder om, at fuldstendig gennemforelse
af alle CSCE-principper og -tilsagn i sig selv
udger en vaesentlig faktor til at forebygge tvis-
ter mellem de stater, som deltager i CSCE,

som er optaget afat udvikle og styrke de tilsagn,
der er fremsat, iser i rapporten fra ekspertme-
det om fredelig bileggelse af tvister, der blev
vedtaget i Valletta og godkendt af CSCE’s
Udenrigsministerrdd under dettes mode i Ber-
lin den 19. og 20. juni 1991,

er blevet enige om folgende:

Kapitel I,
Almindelige bestemmelser

Artikel 1
Oprettelse af Domstolen

En meglings- og voldgiftsdomstol skal op
rettes med det formal, ved megling og — i givet
fald - voldgift, at bileegge tvister, som indbrin
ges for den, i overensstemmelse med bestem
melserne i denne konvention.
