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If, within this period, one or more parties to the
dispute have not appointed the member or
members of the Commission whom they are en-
titled to appoint, the Bureau shall appoint the
appropriate number of conciliators. Such ap-
pointment shall be made from among the con-
iliators appointed in accordance with Article 3
by the party or each of the parties involved or, if
those parties have not yet appointed concilia-
tors, from among the other conciliators not ap-
pointed by the other party or parties to the dis-
pute. :

3. If the constitution of a Conciliation Com-
mission is requested by means of an agreement,
the agreement shall state the subject of the dis-
pute. If there is no agreement, in whole or in
part, concerning the subject of the dispute,
each party thereto may formulate its own posi-
tion in respect of such subject.

4. At the same time as the parties request the
constitution of a Conciliation Commission by
agreement, each party shall notify the Registrar
of the name of the conciliator or conciliators
whom it has appointed to sit on the Com-
mission.

Article 23
Conciliation Procedure

1. The conciliation procedings shall be con-
fidential and all parties to the dispute shall
have the right to be heard. Subject to the provi-
sions of Articles 10 and 11 and the Rules of the
Court, the Conciliation Commission shall,
after consultation with the parties to the dis-
pute, determine the procedure.

2. If the parties to the dispute agree thereon,
the Conciliation Commission may invite any
State party to this Convention which has an in-
terest in the settlement of the dispute to partici-
pate in the proceedings.

Article 24 -
Objective of Conciliation »
The Conciliation Commission shall assist
the parties to the dispute in finding a settlement

in accordance with international law and their
CSCE commitments.

Article 25
Result of the Conciliation

1. If, during the proceedings, the parties to

Hyvis en eller flere parter i tvisten inden for den-
ne periode ikke har udnavnt det eller de med
lemmer af kommissionen, som de har ret til at
udnavne, skal prasidiet udnavne det fornad-
ne antal maeglere.

3. Hvis nedsattelsen af en maeglingskommis-
sion begeeres ved en aftale, skal aftalen angive
genstanden for tvisten. Hvis der ikke er enig-
hed, helt eller delvis, angdende genstanden for
tvisten, kan hver part deri formulere sit eget
standpunkt med hensyn til denne.

4. Samtidig med at parterne ved aftale begea-
rer en maeglingskommission nedsat, skal hver
part underrette justitssekreteeren om navnet pa
den eller de meglere, som vedkommende har
udnaevnt til at indtraede i kommissionen.

Artikel 23
Meeglingsprocedure

1. Maglingsprocessen skal vare fortrolig, og
alle parter i tvisten skal have ret til at blive hert.
Under forbehold af bestemmelserne i art. 10 og
11 og Domstolens vedtegter skal maglings-
kommissionen efter samrdd med parterne i
tvisten fastsaette fremgangsmaden.

2. Hvis parterne i tvisten tiltraeder det, kan
meaglingskommissionen indbyde enhver stat,
der deltager i denne konvention, og som har in-
teresse i bileggelsen af tvisten, til at deltage i
processen. '

Artikel 24
Formalet med maegling

Maglingskommissionen skal bista parterne i
tvisten med at na frem til en bileggelse i over-
ensstemmelse med folkeretten og deres CSCE-
forpligtelser.

Artikel 25
Resultat af meeglingen
