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Artikel 5

Bjeergning kontrolleret af offentlige
myndigheder

1 Denne konvention vil ikke bergre nogen be-
stemmelser i national lovgivning eller nogen
international konvention vedrerende bjerg-
ning udfert af eller under kontrol af offenth-
ge myndigheder.

2 Tkke desto mindre er bjergere, som udferer
s&dan bjergning, berettiget til at benytte sig
af de rettigheder og retsmidler, der er fastsat
i denne konvention vedrerende bjergning..

3 Lovgivningen i den stat, hvori en offentlig
myndighed er beliggende, skal fastsatte, i
hvilket omfang en sddan myndighed, der
forpligtet til at udfere bjeergning, ma benytte

sig af de rettigheder og retsmidler, som er

fastsat i denne konvention.

Artikel 6
Bjcergningskontrakter

Denne konvention gelder for enhver bjaerg-
ning, medmindre andet er fastsat, eksplicit
eller implicit, i en kontrakt.

Skibsforeren skal have bemyndigelse til at
indgi kontrakter vedrerende bjargning pé
vegne af fartgjets ejer. Fartgjets skibsfarer
eller ejer skal have bemyndigelse til at indgd
sidanne kontrakter p4 vegne af ejeren af
genstande ombord pé fartgjet.

Intet i denne artikel vil bergre anvendelsen
af artikel 7 og ej heller forpligtelserne til at
forhindre eller begraense miljoskade.

, Artikel 7
Annullering og eendring af kontrakter

En kontrakt eller enhver betingelse deri kan

annulleres eller andres, hvis:

a) kontrakten er indgiet under urimelig pa-
virkning eller pavirkning af en faresitu-
_ation, og dens vilkar er ubillige, eller -
b) betalingen i henhold til kontrakten star i
misforhold til de tjenester, der rent fak-
tisk er ydet.

Article 5

Salvage operations controlled by public
authorzttes

1 This Convention shall not affect any provi-

sions of national law or any international
convention relating to salvage operations by
or under the control of public authorities.

Nevertheless, salvors carrying out such sal-
vage operations shall be entitled to avail
themselves of the rights and remedies pro-
vided for in this convention in respect of sal-
vage operations.

The extent to which a public authority under
a duty to perform salvage operations may
avail itself of the rights and remedies pro-
vided for in this Convention shall be deter-
mined by the law of the State where such
authority is situated. .

Article 6
Salvage contracts

This Convention shall apply to any salvage
operations save to the extent that a contract
otherwise provides expressly or by implica-
tion.

The master shall have the authority to con-
clude contracts for salvage operations on
behalf of the owner of the vessel. The master
or the owner of the vessel shall have the
authority to conclude such contracts on be-
half of the owner of the property on board
the vessel.

Nothing in this article shall affect the appli-
cation of article 7 nor duties to prevent or
minimize damage to the environment.

Artlcle 7
Annulment and modification of contracts

A contract or any terms thereof may be an-

nulled or modified if:

(a) the contract has been entered into under
undue influence or the influence of
danger and its terms are inequitable; or

(b)the payment under the contract is in an
excessive degree too large or too small

~ for the services actually rendered.
