Iraks overtreedelser af resolution 687 har tid-
ligere medfert militeere sanktioner over for lan-
de. Dette skete i begyndelsen af 1993, hvor
USA, UK og Frankrig som reaktion pa en rekke
irakiske restriktioner over for UNSCOM's fly
den 11. januar 1993 gennemferte et bombean-
greb i det sydlige Irak, jf. sdledes erklering fra
formanden - for Sikkerhedsrddet af 11. januar
1998 (6).

I en briefing til Sikkerhedsradet den 23. januar
1998 underrettede UNSCOM-chefen radet om
Iraks flagrante og vedvarende mangel pa samar-
bejde med Kommissionen i forbindelse med op-
fyldelsen af dennes opgaver, herunder nzgtelse
af adgang til en rakke lokaliteter. Efter
UNSCOM-chefens opfattelse var denne mang-
lende vilje til samarbejde af en sddan karakter, at
Kommissionens arbejde og dens muligheder for
at opfylde sit mandat blev umuliggjort.

Hertil kommer andre momenter, herunder det
forhold, at UNSCOM, for s vidt angér en rekke
farlige stoffer, bl.a. de giftige bakterier milt-
brand og butolinum og det yderst farlige kemi-
ske kampstof VX-nervegas, har kunnet godtge-
re, at Irak - i modstrid med de irakiske myndig-
heders udtalelser og erklaringer herom - har
produceret eller vaeret i stand til at producere dis-
se stoffer og bakterier pd mdustrlel basis i store
mangder.

Ud fra en helhedsvurdering er det saledes vel-
begrundet, at det internationale samfund pé basis
af det eksisterende retsgrundlag svarer igen, om
nedvendigt med militere magtmidler, sledes
som resoution 678 giver bemyndigelse til, sa-
fremt det ikke viser sig muligt at tilvejebringe en
forhandlingslesning.

Den deles af regeringerne i en reekke andre
lande, bl.a. lanide, som efter resolution 678 er be-
myndiget til at anvende fomﬂden mlhtaer magt
over for Irak'

Noter:

1. "Authorises Member States co-opereating
with the Government of Kuwait, unless Iraq on

or before 15 January 1991 fully implements, as
set forth in paragraph 1 above, the foregoing re-
solutions, to use all necessary means to uphold
an implement resolution 660 (1990) and all sub-
sequent relevant resolutions and to restore inter-
national peace and security in the area".

2. "Affirms all thirteen resolutions noted abo-
ve, except as expressly changed below, to achie-
ve the goals of this resolution, including a formal
cease -fire".

3. "Conscious of the threat that all weapons of
mass destruction pose to peace and security in
the area and of the need to work towards the
establishment in the Middle East of a zone free
of such weapons”.

4. "8. Decides that Iraq shall uncondmonally
accept the destruction, removal, or rendering
harmless, under international supervision, of
(a) All chemical and biological weapons (...)
(b) All ballistic missiles with.a range greater

than 150 kilometres (....) :

9. Decides, for the implementation of para-
graph 8 above, the following: :

(a) Iraq shall submit to the Secretary- General
within fiften days of the adoption of the pre-
sent resolution, a declaration-of the locati-
ons, amounts and types og all items spemﬁed
in paragraph 8 and agree to urgent, onsite in-
spection as specified below; (....).

10. Decides that Iraq shall unconditionally un-
dertake not to use, develop, construct or acquire
any of the items specified in-paragraphs 8 and 9
above and requests the Secretary-General, in
consultation with the Special Commission, to
develop a plan for the future ongoing monitoring
and verification of Iraq's compliance, with this
paragraph, to be submitted to the Security. Coun-
cil for approval within one hundred-an twenty
days of the passage of this resolution;" ‘

5. "Affirming that the aforementioned failures
of Iraq to act in strict conformity with its obli-
gations under resolution 687 (1991) constitutes a
material breach of its acceptance of the relevant
provisions of resolution 687 (1991) which estab-
lished a cease-fire and provided the conditions
essential to the restoration of peace and security
in the area. (....)
