understreger betydningen-af offentlighedens

understreger det gnskelige i at opné tilslut-
ning fra alle stater til denne konvention og er
besluttede pa at arbejde iheerdigt for dens uni-
versalitet i alle relevante fora, sdledes blandt
andre De Forenede Nationer, Nedrustnings-
konferencen, regionale organisationer og grup-
peringer samt gennemgangskonferencer vedrg-
rende konventionen om forbud mod eller be-
grensninger i anvendelsen af visse konventio-
nelle vdben, som m4 anses for at vare unedigt
skadevoldende eller for at ramme i fleeng,

leegger til grund det princip i international
humaniter folkeret, at retten for de stridende
parter i en vabnet konflikt til at velge metoder
og midler i krigsferelsen ikke er ubegranset, og
princippet om forbud mod anvendelse i veebne-
de konflikter af vdben, projektiler og materiel
og metoder i krigsferelse af en art, som forér-
sager overfledig skade eller unedige lidelser,
samt princippet om, at der skal skelnes mellem
civile og kombattanter,

Artikel 1
Almindelige forpligtelser

Welcoming furthermore the measures taken
over the past years, both unilaterally and multi
laterally, aiming at prohibiting, restricting or
suspending the use, stockpiling, production
and transfer of anti-personnel mines,

Stressing the role of public conscience in fur-
thering the principles of humanity as evidenced
by the call for a total ban of anti-personnel
mines and recognizing the efforts to that end
undertaken by the International Red Cross and
Red Crescent Movement, the International
Campaign to Ban Landmines and numerous
other non-governmental organizations around
the world, '

Recalling the Ottawa Declaration of 5 Octo-
ber 1996 and the Brussels Declaration of 27
June 1997 urging the international community
to negotiate an international and legally bind-
ing agreement prohibiting the use, stockpiling,
production and transfer of anti-personnel
mines, . ~

Emphasizing the desirability of attracting the
adherence of all States to this Convention, and
determined to work strenuously towards the
promotion of its universalization in all relevant
fora including, inter alia, the United Nations,
the Conference on Disarmament, regional or-
ganizations, and groupings, and review confer-
ences of the Convention on Prohibitions or Re-
strictions on the Use of Certain Conventional
Weapons Which May Be Deemed to Be Exces-
sively Injurious or to Have Indiseriminate Ef-
fects,

Basing themselves on the principle of inter-
national humanitarian law that the right of the
parties to an armed conflict to choose methods
or means of warfare is not unlimited, on the
principle that prohibits the employment in
armed conflicts of weapons, projectiles and
materials and methods of warfare of a nature to
cause supetfluous injury or unnecessary suffer-
ing and on the principle that a distinction must
be made between civilians and combatants,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

General obligations

1. Each State Party undertakes never under
