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\ : Article 10

1. Each State Party may, at the time of signa-
ture or ratification of the present Protocol or
accession thereto, declare that it does not
recognize the competence of the Committee
provided for in articles 8 and 9.

2. Any State Party having made a declaration
in dccordance with paragraph 1 of the
present article may, at any time, withdraw
this declaration by notifi catlon to the Secre-
tary-General.

Article 11

A State Party shall take all appropriate steps to
ensure that individuals under its Jurlsdiction are
not subjected to ill treatment or intimidation as a
consequence of communicating with the Com-
mittee pursuant to the present Protocol.

Article 12

The Committee shall include in its annual re-
port under article 21 of the Convention a sum-
mary of its activities under the present Protocol.

Article 13
Each State Party undertakes to make widely
known and to give publicity to the Convention
and the present Protocol and to facilitate access
to information about the views and recommen-
dations of the Committee, in particular, on mat-
ters involving that State Party.

Article 14

The Committee shall develop its own rules of
procedure to be followed when exercising the
functions conferred on it by the present Protocol.

Article 15

1. The present Protocol shall be open for signa-

ture by any State that has signed, ratified or
. acceded to the Convention.

2. The present Protocol shall be subject to rati-
fication by any State that has ratified or ac-
ceded to the Convention. Instruments of rat-
ification shall be deposited with the Secre-
tary-General of the United Nations.

3. The present Protocol shall be open to acces-
sion by any State that has ratified or acceded
to the Convention.

4. Accession shall be effected by the deposu of

an instrument of accession with the Secre-

tary-General of the United Nations.

.Artikel 10

Enhver deltagerstat forphgter sig til atudbrede
kendskabet til og offentliggere konventionen og
denne protokol og at lette adgang til oplysninger
om komiteens synspunkter og henstillinger, spe-
cielt i forbindelse med sager, der vedrgrer den
pégaeldende deltagerstat.
