RECOGNIZING the need to modernize and
consolidate the Warsaw Convention and related

RECOGNIZING the importance of ensuring
protection of the interests of consumers in inter-
national carriage by air and the need for equita-
ble compensation based on the principle of resti-
tution; ’

REAFFIRMING the desirability of an orderly
development of international air transport opera-
tions and the smooth flow of passengers, bagga-
ge and cargo in accordance with the principles
and objectives of the Convention on Internatio-
nal Civil Aviation, done at Chicago on 7 Decem-
ber 1944,

CONVINCED that collective State action for .
